to use. The thin wood’s flexibility allows the toboggan to hug 
the ground for stability. Toboggans of traditional design have been used by northern people for hundreds of years. Join craftsman, Geoffrey Burke, founder of Chicorua Boatworks, to learn the skill of building toboggans. Group will be small; some previous woodworking skill is helpful. but not necessary.
